John 6:1-15 is the account of Jesus feed-
ing a multitude with a little boyôs lunch. 
When I got to verse 10, I noticed Jesus called 
for the disciples to make the people ñsit 
downò as He wanted everyone to hear and 
see what He was doing; He didnôt want any-
one to miss out and walk away hungry. He 
was going to feed them physically; but most 
importantly, He was going to let them wit-
ness something they would never forget.   

In Psalm 23, David says that sometimes 
the Lord makes him lie down in green pas-
tures. The next portion of that verse and in 
the verse to follow David begins to describe 
a peaceful setting of quiet waters and restora-
tion. Restoration for Davidôs soul didnôt take 
place until David ñrestedò or was ñlying 
downò before the Lord. I believe this is a 
picture of the peace, trust and rest God wants 
us to experience every day. However, this 
kind of peace wonôt come while we are rest-
less and faithless before God. What we need 
most will come as we trust Him and rest in 
Him. Isaiah 30:15, ñIn quietness and confi-
dence we find strength.ò  

If you need strength today, get alone and 
get quiet before the Lord; trust Him, knowing 
your life could not be in better hands! Itôs not 
that He has the answer; itôs that He is the 
Answer!
