Spotlight on Communications 
One of the blessings our church gives to our community is our television ministry. Each 

week we bring both Sunday School and worship to homes in our area through TV. We have 
done this since the early 1970ôs and we hear from people, almost daily, about what this ministry 
means to them.  It is not just a ministry for homebound people. We hear often that someone was 
not in their own church but they worshipped with us through TV. 

This is a great ministry of our church which requires a large investment of resources both 
financial and people. Whatever we put on television does not happen on its own. Committed 
people are needed to tape segments, edit video, and operate the system for live broadcast. Each 
Sunday it should require at least seven people to handle broadcast and sound system equipment.  
For the past several months we have been ñgetting byò with a skeleton crew which increases 
everyoneôs stress and causes mistakes. We need new workers, especially young adults, with an 
interest in things technical to commit to help with our communications needs. It would be a 
shame for this incredible ministry to come to an end for lack of people to serve in this area. 

If you are interested in communications and could give time to help, we will train you for a 
rewarding service in communications. Please contact Nathan Gober, Dale Smith, or me and let 
us share with you the needs and opportunities to help share Godôs love with our community 
through communications. The fields are ripe and we need workers.
