Battle of Armageddon - War of Armageddon
(Seal of the Red Horse - Constant War)
This final battle will take place over a number of days with the end coming rapidly on one day!

King of the South - Egypt, Arab, African

Northern king’s deception - Defeats the South

Antichrist and his army occupy Jerusalem and Judea -

* Armageddon is different that any other war! Supernatural events will be taking place! *

When the battle rages and things seem hopeless - Jesus and His army show up!

This is not a fair fight! His mighty army is more a display of His power than a force for His victory. Why?
How God does battle ——
(1) Buried the Egyptian army in the sea. (Exodus)
(2) Gideon’s army of 300 was sufficient -vs- 135,000 (Judges)
(3) When Samaria was beseiged by Syria, He simply makes the army hear a sound - Run. (2 Kings 7)
(4) Hezekiah prays and God kills 185,000 Assyrians with one angel. (2 Kings 19:35)

(5) Jehoshaphat prays and the Moabites and Ammonites destroyed one another.

* All the Son of God has to do is to speak a word and the sword of His mouth destroys the enemy!
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First - The beast (Antichrist) and the false prophet who performed signs will “be seized and thrown into the lake of fire.”
Next - (v. 20) The armies of the earth will be destroyed by the Word of Jesus! He simply speaks and it is done!
